Introduction and Summary
The D 8 "Web Site Manual" of MOST gives a quick overview on the important
features that have been implemented for the MOST web site.

The web site consists of 2 distinct areas:

1. public web site, accessible by anybody, and

2. an internal part, just accessible for the MOST partners with a login and
password.

The public web site with general project information, downloadable presentations and
newsletters will remain after MOST as project has finished in December 2002. Here,
also the Cluster Partners are represented with individual reports about their mobility
management activities and measures implemented during MOST as well as impacts
and results which were achieved by that.

The internal site was a main management tool during the course of MOST, and as the
information on the internal site is not relevant for people outside of the project, it will
not be kept after the lifetime of MOST.

For the D 8, alongside with this written manual, the web site has been updated at the
end of MOST and contains the latest information, tools, reports and the like. Reports,
like for instance the final report, that will only later be approved by the EC, will of
course still be put online, also after the project is over.

The web site will be kept at its location for at least one more year. Afterwards, a
solution linked to the EPOMM web site or via the coordinators home page will be
found.
